Motion failed.  Clowes motion to table the action item and refer to interested parties and collect more information regarding recordings. Boeck 2nd.  All voted yes.
· Update on Expansion Efforts: Case Managers, Training Specialists, Douglas County Mental Health – Chipman motioned for executive board only (Webex muted/video stopped on attending members All voted yes; Discussion was conducted then Chipman motioned for ending executive session, Brittain 2nd
· Report on Sean Kelly Meet and Greet - Boeck shared about the meet and greet, received a letter of thanks from Kelly for the support/donation; event presented an opportunity to network and reach out to county commissioners.
· Report on Western State Conference – Boeck shared about the opportunity to network and creating a national voice opportunity.

· Brittan nominated Tabitha Richter as Institutional Trustee for Central Office.  Hudson nominated Preston Walls as Institutional Trustee for Central Office.  10 votes for Richter; 4 votes for Walls; 2 abstained; Richter elected as Trustee.
· Chipman yielded the chair to Brittain for next business item – Chipman’s resignation.
· Boeck motioned for Chipman to remain as President until bargaining is completed. Osienger 2nd.  Discussion, Chipman declined; Boeck withdrew motion.
· Jamison motioned to accept Chipman’s resignation, effective August 15th, 2024, Wilson 2nd.  All voted yes.
· Discussion of Election Procedures (Brittain remained as chairman)
· Chipman suggested election procedure of 30 days to submit nomination, Keating O’Gara conduct the election; Presidency for remaining term is until June 30, 2025
· Boeck motioned for election to be governed by an election committee. Jamison 2nd.  Votes – 4 yes/13 no Motion did not carry.
· DeMary motioned for a 30-day submission of nominations and Keating O’Gara conduct the election. Struss 2nd.  Ayes had it.  Motion carries.
· Conflict of Interest – Boeck moved that the board adopt a Conflict-of-Interest Policy worded as: Board members shall not vote on a motion under consideration in which they or another board member that they have a close personal or familial relationship with, have a pecuniary interest, that is not common to other members.  Clowes Amended the motion to include:   I move that the board adopt a conflict-of-interest policy worded as " Voting members shall not vote on any union action under consideration in which they, or another voting member that they have a close personal or familial relationship with."  Elario 2nd.   Votes 8 yes/8 no/1abstained.  Amendment did not pass.  Osienger motioned to table Boeck’s motion. Struss 2nd.  Votes 14 yes/1no/2 abstained.  Motion carried and tabled to Unfinished Business
· Recalling By-Laws discussion
· Reynolds motioned to recall the pending By-laws for revision. J. Wilson 2nd. Chipman motioned to go into executive session and Jamison 2nd.  Webex was muted and video paused.  Discussion then vote was 11 yes/4 no/2 abstain.  Motioned passed.
· Disbanding the By-Law committee 
· Boeck motioned to disband, Jamison 2nd.  Votes 14 yes/2 abstained. Motion carried.  Executive session ended.
· Hudson motioned to have the lodge purchase a laptop for the Treasurer’s use. Clowes 2nd.
· Hudson amended to include purchase to be under $1,000.00.  Boeck 2nd.
All voted yes, motion carried.
· Brittain motioned to approve vendor event for YRTC-K Sprocket Rockets at an FOP88 sponsor with a $1,500.00 cap. Struss 2nd.   All voted yes.
· Chipman motioned to adopt the Keating 1 year Legal Defense Contract of $370,000 (current contract is $315,000) Contract ends May 31, 2025  Osienger 2nd.  Votes 12 yes/4 no/1 abstain.
· Chipman motioned to postpone the Food Service Inquiry to Unfinished Business. DeMary 2nd.   Ayes have it.
